Once you have done so,
retrieve a DeepL API key, and place into Web Solutions. The DeepL API key needs to be placed in the Web Solutions CMS every
time, as the API key is not retained in the CMS after translations are complete.

To sign up for a Deepl account

1. Navigate to https://www.deepl.com/en/signup
Enter your email and click Continue.
Establish a password and click Create Account.

To create your API subscription
1. From the main screen click Products, select DeepL API, and then select See Pricing.
2. Select the plan to use. Fees vary based on the tier selected and features included within each tier.
3. Enter personal details, including credit card information, and then click Begin Subscription.

To retrieve your DeeplL API Key
1. Click your account user name in the upper right corner of the screen.
2. Select Account.
3. Navigate to API Keys & Limits.
4. Copy the API Key.
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To add your Deepl API Key to the Web Solutions CMS Platform

1. Hover over the language switcher and choose a different language.

2. From the sidebar menu, select Languages and then select DeepL Translation.
3. Paste the DeepL API Key witin the Deepl Key field.

4. Confirm settings within the mandatory Translate Content fields.

Translate Content
Source Language Set the source language. This is the existing language.
Target Language Set the target language. This is the language that is translated from the source.
Translate Offline Pages Choose to translate all pages or just online pages.
Translate Offline Blocks Choose to translate all blocks or just enabled blocks.
Translate Offline DATA Items Choose to translate all data information or only online items.
Translate Images ALT text & Choose to translate all alt text information or only online items.

Update Status from Source Choose to match or not match source status. Anything enabled within the source
Website language is also enabled in the target language.

5. Click Translate.
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6. Review summary page.

DeepL Summary Details
Source Language This is the language content is written in.
Target Language This is the language content is going to be translated into.
Translations Status This field confirms if the translation is successful or if there are errors.
Your DeeplL Plan includes: This field provides details on your DeepL plan, such as character limit.

Characters left in your monthly plan | This is how many characters are left within your monthly plan.

Characters required for this This is how many characters are included with the current translation.

Remaining characters after This is how many characters remain in your plan after the current translation is
translation complete.

Content Type These columns detail the content type, total number of items, and characters by item

being translated in this instance.

Click Translate to proceed or click Cancel to stop.
Check your email for the confirmation from DeepL regarding your translation.

Be sure to review all fields for accuracy, including buttons, toggles , and links, to ensure data is correct and all work as
expected. Make any updates as needed.

10. Preview and publish your website for changes to take effect.
11. If translating additional target languages, follow the same steps as outlined above, including re-entering the API Key.
