Theirry's Insolite, meaning "unusual", comes from a tiny plot of gnarled 90-year-old Chenin Blanc vines 
embedded in clayey, silex-rich soils over chalky limestone bedrock.

2022 LAS Vino ‘Albino’, Pinot Noir I Chardonnay, Margaret River, Western Australia

A barrel-fermented ‘vin gris’ or ‘blanc de noirs’ - a white wine made from a red grape variety and a splash (14%) 
of Chardonnay. Grown and made by Nic Peterkin, son of Pierro’s founding winemaker dr. Michael Peterkin.

2020 Cyprien Arlaud, Pernand Vergelesses Village, Chardonnay, Burgundy, France

Cyprien Arlaud is a third generation winemaker that farms biodynamic. This is a village wine from Pernand 
Vergelesses, which borders the famous ‘Hill of Corton’ in the Côte de Beaune. This is a pure, chalky expression 
of Chardonnay that gets supported by toast and a touch of spice from the minimal oak influence in this wine.

2022 Rudi Pichler, Grüner Veltliner, ‘Federspiel’, Wachau, Austria 

From the hands of a family estate established in 1731, this wine is made with a native Austrian grape variety and 
is packed with varietal characteristics, like herbal, vegetal, spice and stone fruit aromas. 

2019 Villa Antinori, ‘Riserva’, Sangiovese, Chianti Classico, Tuscany, Italy

This is a wine from the Italian ‘royal family of wine’. Antinori is most famous for the 'Tignanello' Super Tuscan. 
This Chianti Classico Riserva is showing though the ultimate Sangiovese character: sour cherries and earth 
aromas taking the lead. 

2018 Royal Tokaji Company, ‘Late Harvest’ Furmint I Hárslevelu I Muscat de Lunel, Mád, Hungary

Tokaji wine gets a mention in the Hungarian national anthem. The only wine in the world to achieve this kind of 
recognition. This ‘Late Harvest’ version of Royal Tokaji is an early released style with freshness and minerality 
cutting through the sweetness.

The Pazo de Barreiro vineyard in the Miñor Valley in the O Rosal subregion was in disrepair in 2015 and the 
many divided plots were bought by Alberto Cabaco, who was succesful in the fishing industry of Galicia prior 
to establishing the bodegas. Alberto hired a former Galicean sommelier as the winemaker and bodegas 
Pentecostés is now the first commercial winery in the Miñor Valley in over a hundred years. 

2021 Robert Weil ‘Trocken’, Riesling, Rheingau, Germany

One of the purest expressions of vineyard and site among any grape variety. This dry Riesling made by one  
of Rheingau’s principal producers, is a classic wine style.

2019 Metzer ‘Montane’, Chenin Blanc, Stellenbosch, South Africa

A ‘Steen’ - Afrikaans for ‘chenin blanc’ - from a bush vine parcel planted in 1964. The vineyard is situated  
on the foothills of the Helderberg mountain. Wane Metzer started Metzer Family Wines in 2006.

2021 Daniel Chotard, Sauvignon Blanc, Sancerre, Loire Valley, France

The cool and wet 2021 vintage in Loire has created classic Loire characters in the region's whites. This cuvée 
of the historic Daniel Chotard - the family winery in the village of Reigny makes wines for over 200 years - has 
crunchy grapefruit, white flowers, chalky minerality and freshness.

Ringing the changes in Bordeaux, so you thought things hadn’t changed much in France’s most famous and 
largest wine region? Think again. There have been fundamental stylistic shifts in the region’s wines over the 
last few decades. Thanks go in part to the simultaneous rise of the consultant and the wine critic (we’re 
thinking of you, Michel Rolland and Robert Parker Jr). Their influence was – still is - massive, prompting 
an opulence in the wines not seen before. Who cares how these new super-ripe wines age? Not the public, 
certainly, who don’t want to wait three decades to drink it. Yes, the region still lives and dies by the 1855 
classification that ranks its top properties, but nearly everyone not at the top thinks this is now past its 
expiration date. And there’s a growing number of earnest producers making laudable wines at artisan level, 
who are now farming with an eye on organics, and who revere the freshness and integrity that once made 
‘claret’, as us Brits like to call it, so beloved.

Did you know that there are vineyards along virtually the entire length of the Rhône River, from its source in 
the Swiss Alps to its mouth near Marseilles? The variety of wines is staggering, unsurprisingly. In wine terms, 
the valley is split into the northern and southern Rhône. The vineyards in the north, some of the oldest in 
France, are etched into the mountainside on narrow terraces at dizzying gradients, with the great majority of 
wine being made from the Syrah grape. The region’s most famous wines are the deep-flavoured, long-lived 
reds of Hermitage and the generally more fragrant and delicate Côte-Rôtie. The southern Rhône, meanwhile, 
is more user-friendly (more boozy, too – we’re looking at you, Châteauneuf-du-Pape). You can thank the 
openly fruity character of the Grenache grape, which rules here. And the change in scenery - it’s the gateway 
to Provence, think olive trees, lavender and cicadas.
