Australian family owned since 1858 and now controlled by 5th & 6th Generations. This is the iconic producer’s 
top Sémillon is arguably Australia’s greatest white wine, it is light-bodied and fresh with excellent complexity. 

2022 Château de Pibarnon, Rosé, Bandol, Provence, France 

Established in 1977, this spectacular estate is literally at the highest point in appellation. This exquisite 
Mourvèdre and Cinsault based Rosé, originates from the stunning amphitheatre, terraced vineyard that is such 
an icon. This is Rosé wine at its very best. 

2023 Domaine aux Moines, Vin de France, ‘Les Berceau des Fées’, Chenin Blanc, Loire, France

This spectacular modern estate run by mother and daughter team, Monique and Tessa Laroche, produce 
exquisite Chenin Blanc from their 12-ha parcel of vineyard in Savennières ‘Roche aux Moines’.  However, this 
iconic and enigmatic appellation name is eschewed for shorter ageing to retain youthfulness.

Yes, the region still lives and dies by the 1855 
classification that ranks its top properties, but nearly everyone not at the top thinks this is now past its 
expiration date. And there’s a growing number of earnest producers making laudable wines at artisan level, 
who are now farming with an eye on organics, and who revere the freshness and integrity that once made 
‘claret’, as us Brits like to call it, so beloved.

Did you know that there are vineyards along virtually the entire length of the Rhône River, from its source in 
the Swiss Alps to its mouth near Marseilles? The variety of wines is staggering, unsurprisingly. In wine terms, 
the valley is split into the northern and southern Rhône. The vineyards in the north, some of the oldest in 
France, are etched into the mountainside on narrow terraces at dizzying gradients, with the great majority of 
wine being made from the Syrah grape. The region’s most famous wines are the deep-flavoured, long-lived 
reds of Hermitage and the generally more fragrant and delicate Côte-Rôtie. The southern Rhône, meanwhile, 
is more user-friendly (more boozy, too – we’re looking at you, Châteauneuf-du-Pape). You can thank the 
openly fruity character of the Grenache grape, which rules here. And the change in scenery - it’s the gateway 
to Provence, think olive trees, lavender and cicadas.
