2021 Zuani, ‘Vigne’, Friulano Field Blend, Collio Goriziano, Friuli Venezia Giulia, Italy

The Felluga family behind Zuani is in tune with the terroir of DOC Collio, a border region with Slovenia. This is an 
unwooded, vibrant and aromatic wine to start the pairing with. 

2017 Brokenwood, ‘ILR’, Sémillon, Hunter Valley, New South Wales

Traditionally, the Hunter Valley - just under two hours drive from our restaurant - produces two styles of sémillon: a 
fresh and vibrant style to drink young and a more savoury, bottle-aged style to drink with age. This bottle-aged style 
and flagship sémillon of Brokenwood is named after Iain Leslie Riggs, one of the first winemakers at the winery. 

2022 Domaine Naturaliste, ‘Artus’, Margaret River, Western Australia

This is one of Margaret River’s flagship Chardonnays, from one of the region's most classic producers. 
Bruce Duke cut his teeth at some of the world's best wineries; he now produces wine under his own label, 
Domaine Naturaliste.

2021 Savage, ‘Follow the Line’, Cinsault, Swartland, Coastal Region, South Africa

Duncan Savage produces an exceptional Cinsault, blending maritime and high altitude vineyards from old vine 
material across the Western Cape.

2019 Craiglee, Shiraz, Sunbury, Victoria

From the fabled 1872 Craiglee ‘Hermitage’ Shiraz to the 2019 Craiglee Shiraz – more than one and a half century of 
Sunbury winemaking history culminated in the making of this wine. You can think of it as a ‘New World Hermitage’.

2018 Royal Tokaji ‘Late Harvest’, Mád, Tokaji, Hungary 75ml

We may not associate Hungary with sweet wine, however, the Hungarians were the first country in the world to 
produce sweet wines from Botrytis affected grapes in 1576. They are so proud of this, that they sing about it in 
their national anthem.

2022 Dr. Thanisch, Riesling - Kabinett, Mosel, Germany

The majority of the vinification of Dr. Thanisch wines still takes place in the traditional, over 350 year old 
“Doctor cellar”. The cellar was carved into the rock underneath the vineyard and keeps ideal conditions for the 
maturation and storage. This Kabinett Riesling is like biting in a green apple: tartness and sweetness coexist. 

2019 Château Chamboureau, ‘Champ de la Hutte’, Chenin Blanc, Savennières, Loire Valley, France

Savennières is a region in Anjou-Saumur in France's Loire Valley. The region is located on the north bank of  
the Loire river, enjoys steep southern exposure and a unique soil structure composed of blue schist mixed  
with volcanic debris. This Chenin Blanc is the ultimate expression of the grape variety in the soil and climate  
of Savennières.

2022 Newton Johnson ‘Southend’, Upper-Hemel-en-Aarde-Valley, Walker Bay, South Africa

One of the leading producers in the Walker Bay Region of South Africa. Perfectly situated in the shadows of the 
Babylonstoring Mountains in the Upper Hemel-en-Aarde Valley. The position of the Southend vineyard gives the 
wine freshness and drinkability in this youthful expression. 

2021 Ghostgum, ‘Main Ridge’, Pinot Noir, Mornington Peninsula, Victoria

Ghostgum vineyard is located on top of the Main Ridge in Boon Wurrung Country, one of the highest elevation 
vineyards on Mornington Peninsula. This is a 5.5 vineyard on a gentle east-facing slope. This wine is made by 
winemaker Anthony Fikkers and his team at Southern Light Vineyards. 

2016 Château Poujeaux, Moulis-en-Médoc, Bordeaux, France

Appearing first in 1806 and emerging as one of the great unclassified estate, Poujeaux makes excpetional quality 
wines from Cabernet Sauvignon and Merlot.

N.V. Ramos Pinto ‘Adriano’ Reserva Port, Portugal 60ml

Established in 1880, Ramos Pinto, has been at the pinnacle of Port production for over 140 years. The ‘Adriano’ Port 
is named after the winery founder Adriano Ramos Pinto, who took his fortified wines to South America, where they 
became so popular that the wines were simply known as ‘Adriano’.

Stretching from Dijon to just south of Nuits-St.Georges the Côtes de Nuits is Burgundy's premieur area for 
red wine production. Like most of Burgundy its soils are predominantly limestone and marl with clay and 
sand, near the 47th parallel its one of the northern most regions to produce premium red wine.

Ringing the changes in Bordeaux, so you thought things hadn’t changed much in France’s most famous and 
largest wine region? Think again. There have been fundamental stylistic shifts in the region’s wines over the 
last few decades. Thanks go in part to the simultaneous rise of the consultant and the wine critic (we’re 
thinking of you, Michel Rolland and Robert Parker Jr). Their influence was – still is - massive, prompting 
an opulence in the wines not seen before. Who cares how these new super-ripe wines age? Not the public, 
certainly, who don’t want to wait three decades to drink it. Yes, the region still lives and dies by the 1855 
classification that ranks its top properties, but nearly everyone not at the top thinks this is now past its 
expiration date. And there’s a growing number of earnest producers making laudable wines at artisan level, 
who are now farming with an eye on organics, and who revere the freshness and integrity that once made 
‘claret’, as us Brits like to call it, so beloved.

Did you know that there are vineyards along virtually the entire length of the Rhône River, from its source in 
the Swiss Alps to its mouth near Marseilles? The variety of wines is staggering, unsurprisingly. In wine terms, 
the valley is split into the northern and southern Rhône. The vineyards in the north, some of the oldest in 
France, are etched into the mountainside on narrow terraces at dizzying gradients, with the great majority of 
wine being made from the Syrah grape. The region’s most famous wines are the deep-flavoured, long-lived 
reds of Hermitage and the generally more fragrant and delicate Côte-Rôtie. The southern Rhône, meanwhile, 
is more user-friendly (more boozy, too – we’re looking at you, Châteauneuf-du-Pape). You can thank the 
openly fruity character of the Grenache grape, which rules here. And the change in scenery - it’s the gateway 
to Provence, think olive trees, lavender and cicadas.
