The Rudi Pichler family hails from Wösendorf, in the Wachau and has been there from the 1731. This expression 
is a benchmark of precision, layered and profoundly mineral expression of wine from the steep terraced 
vineyards of this region.

2022 Domaine Alphonse Mellot, Sancerre, ‘La Moussière’, Sauvignon Blanc, Loire Valley, France

With roots tracing its viticultural heritage back to the 15th century, the Domaine has always been a beacon of 
quality in the region. The wine highlights the terroir of its origins, yet always elegant, discreetly herbaceous, with 
a beautiful weave of citrus, oak and salinity.

2023 Vasse Felix, ‘Heytesbury’, Chardonnay, Margaret River, Western Australia

Vasse Felix was the first winery established in the Margaret River in 1967, when Dr Tom Cullity set about testing 
the hypothesis of Dr John Gladestones that the region would be most suitable to cultivate wine in this now idyllic 
region. Now under the stewardship of Virginia WIlcox, the wines continue to set a benchmark for the region. This 
Chardonnay is magnificent, full bodied yet bristling with acidity.

2022 Gaja, ‘IDDA’, Etna Rosso, Nerello Mascalese, Sicily, Italy

‘IDDA’ refers to Mount Etna, a Sicilian term of endearment and awe to the famous mountain. Here, legendary 
Gaja in conjunction with the famous local Graci family, produce this exquisite red from Nerello Mascalese 
showcasing an immense savoury and volcanic character.

Mature Bordeaux is one of the wonders of the vinous world. This wonderful example by Château Poujeaux 
displays all the freshness, richness and polished tannins with complex layers of fruit, oak, herb and spice, 
Bordeaux is so famous for.

‘claret’, as us Brits like to call it, so beloved.

Did you know that there are vineyards along virtually the entire length of the Rhône River, from its source in 
the Swiss Alps to its mouth near Marseilles? The variety of wines is staggering, unsurprisingly. In wine terms, 
the valley is split into the northern and southern Rhône. The vineyards in the north, some of the oldest in 
France, are etched into the mountainside on narrow terraces at dizzying gradients, with the great majority of 
wine being made from the Syrah grape. The region’s most famous wines are the deep-flavoured, long-lived 
reds of Hermitage and the generally more fragrant and delicate Côte-Rôtie. The southern Rhône, meanwhile, 
is more user-friendly (more boozy, too – we’re looking at you, Châteauneuf-du-Pape). You can thank the 
openly fruity character of the Grenache grape, which rules here. And the change in scenery - it’s the gateway 
to Provence, think olive trees, lavender and cicadas.
