suitable for all ages
e Treat yourself to the Mountain Rock Experience at Altitude Restaurant for
fully flavoured and tender meals

DAY 7
Cradle Mountain

e Start the day at Altitude Restaurant with a continental or full hot buffet
breakfast

e With stunning short walks available, make sure you tick off any that you
missed yesterday

e For the more experienced bush walkers, the 7-hour return day trip to the
summit of Cradle Mountain is a must. Be sure to gear up appropriately for
all weather conditions.

e |f you can squeeze it in, be sure to check out Devils at Cradle and see one
of Tasmania’s most iconic endangered species

e Dine at the Altitude Restaurant before capping off the trip with a
celebratory drink at the Altitude Lounge Bar
